May 2, 2011

The regular meeting of the Borough Council of the Borough of Rocky Hill was called to order by
Mayor Edward Zimmerman at 7:30 PM followed by the salute to the Flag,

Mayor Zimmerman thanked the members of our armed forces and noted their accomplishment of executing
Osama Bin Laden, Mayor Zimmernan hoped this accomplishment would bring some peace to those who
were lost on September 11, 2001 and their families.

MAYOR'S COMMENTS

Mayor Zimmerman mentioned that former Rocky Hill Mayor Morren has been ill battling cancer for a
while. Mayor Morren had surgery last week and told Mayor Zimmerman that everything went superbly.
Mayor Zimmerman wished Mayor Morren a speedy recovery, Mayor Zimmerman placed a fishing vest on
his chair in Mayor Morren’s honor.

Mayor Zimmerman reminded members of Council to give Acting Clerk Newman their financial disclosure
forms, as they arc now late.

Mayor Zimmerman reminded the Council that he would be out of town for the next meeting, so Council
President Pansch will run the meeting.

Mayor Zimmerman reminded the Council that the Rocky Hill Fire Department is holding its pancake
breakfast on Sunday May 9. Mayor Zimmerman also stated that the Rocky Hill First Aid Squad would be
there recruiting members.

Mayor Zimmerman stated the School budget passed and noted that Randie Zimmerman was appreciative of
the write in votes she received for School Board Member.

Mayor Zimmerman informed the Council that the Borough will receive $4,000.00 for the Clean
Community Grant.

Mayor Zimmerman commented on the Earth Day clean up that took place the prior weck, Mayor
Zimunerman stated the Rocky Hill First Aid Squad attended to show their support.

Mayor Zimmerman reminded the Council that the Commissioner of Education would be the speaker at the
next SCGOA meeting, to be held on May 11, 2011. Mayor Zimmerman urged members of Council that
want to attend to let Acting Clerk Newman know as soon as possible. Mayor Zimmerman also stated he
would like to invite the 5 former school board members to attend and it would be up to Couneil if they
would like to finance their attendance.
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Mayor Zimmerman mentioned the recent break-ins to untocked vehicles. Mayor Zimmerman urged
residents to lock their vehicles.

Mayor Zimmerman stated that he attended a meeting with the Rocky Hill First Aid Squad and stated they
are making great progress. Mayor Zimmerman stated he is very comfortable with the direction they are
moving in. Mayor Zimmerman stated their current intent is to be up and running by summer,

Mayor Zimmerman stated that he attended the NJ Conference of Mayors and found it extremely useful.
Mayor Zimmerman informed the Council of a new application that is available through Qscend, the
Borough’s website and email host, that enables residents to take a picture of animal carcass and send it in to
the correct entity for removal.

Mayor Zimmerman stated that there was a round table discussion at the conference about consolidation and
shared police services. Mayor Zimmerman stated that several towns are having issues with their special
interest groups asking for exclusive funding because of the 2% cap.

PUBLIC COMMENT

The floor was opened to the public for comments/questions. Hearing none the floor was immediately
closed.

STATE POLICE REPORT

No report received at this time, however Council President Pausch noted that the State Police had been
notified of the town wide yard sale.

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Engineer Tanner distributed and summarized the Engineer’s Report for the month of May 2011. Items
discussed were as follows:

Van Horne Park -Engineer Tanner stated once the Van Homne Park Memorandum of Understanding is
signed, the Borough could begin moving forward on the repairs to the drainage pond. The Council asked
Acting Borough Clerk Newman to follow up with the Montgomery Township Clerk as to when they may
sign the agreement.

Montgomery AvenueResurfacing -Engineer Tamner stated there would be a preconstruction meeting held
later in the week regarding the Montgomery Avenue Resurfacing,
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Crosswalk Signs- Engineer Tanner stated he surveyed the crosswalks to ensure proper placement of the
poles for the crosswalk signs. Engineer Tanner stated he would put the bid together to go out this month.
Engineer Tanner stated that there are two areas where the poles could not be placed, so he would determine
an alternate method. Engineer Tanner commented that while he was surveying the crosswalks, he noticed
how extremely dangerous the hedges were at the comer of Washington and Moatgomery Ave. Engineer
Tanner stated a person couldn’t be seen, or see on coming cars in the crosswalk due to the hedges.
Engineer Tanner was asked to follow up with the County as to what the status is with the removal of the
shrubs.

Water Tower Cell Antennas- Engineer Tanner stated that he received a report from T- Mobile, which shows
their equipment to be in good repair. He is waiting on the other carriers to submit a report.

Lavwn Maintenance- Engineer Tanner stated the lawn had been cut. Mayor Zimmerman asked that the
quotes be received earlier in the year; perhaps February or March, to ensure the lawn can begin being cut
once spring arrives, Engineer Tanner agreed to move up the process.

2010 Tier B Annual Report- Engineer Tanner stated the Borough needs to get 10 points on this survey, and
although Rocky Hill received the 10 points it was very close. Engineer Tanner suggested that he give a
presentation on storm water for the June 6™ meeting. Council agreed.

Council President Pausch asked the status of the Borough Well. Engineer Tanner stated the Borough needs
to contact a well driller to come up with an alternative method to seal the well. One way would be to fili it
with stone and than grout the top. Engineer Tanmer stated that a waiver would need to be obtained from the
NI DEP to seal the well in this fashion.

PUBLIC COMMENT

The floor was opened to the public for comments/questions.
Peggy Hartis, Crescent Ave.-Ms. Harris stated there is a large puddle in the parking area at Van Home
Park. Ms. Harris stated people are driving around it on the lawn and damaging the lawn. Engineer Tanner

stated that the issue would be addressed once the maintenance agreement was signed by Montgomery
Township.

Hearing no further questions or comments the floor was closed to the public.

CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER’S REFORT

CFO Monzo updated the Council that Amboy Bank was recently changed to First Constitution. CFO
Monzo stated the Borough would obiain a scanner for the checks, so there will be no need to go o the bank
unless there is cash to deposit. CFO Monzo stated he felt that communication has improved with the new
bank,

Colt Discussion- Acting Clerk Newman stated that she was contacted by Sam Bianco inguiring about the
status of the Colt, which was utilized by the Borough’s police chief. Mayor Zimmerman stated that the
Borough had offered it to the State Police, however they turned it down. Mayor Zimmerman stated there
was a possibility of filling it with cement and placing it on display in the Borough, however there were
concerns with this, A discussion ensued and Council agreed to not do anything at this point. If the Borough
obtains the Historic Preservation Grant for the restoration of the Borough Hall, it may be a nice item to
display.

Community Group Funding- Mayor Zimmerman stated that the earlier Memo that was circulatedd by
Attorney Cruz, did not mean that the Borough could just hand over funding to groups. Mayor Zimmerman
stated he would tike to sce a budget before turning over the check for $1,000.00 to the Community Group.
A heated discussion ensued regarding the funding. Council Member Donahue felt the Borough was placing
roadblocks, and deterring people from volunteering. Council Member Hasser seconded Councit Member
Donahue’s statement. Upon the completion of the discussion, it was determined the check could be
released once a budget is obtained by the Borough. Council Member Donahue agreed 1o write a plan of
procedures that need to be in place before a group can obtain funding from the Borough, to clear up any
confuision there may be.

Motion was made by Donahue to approve voucher 6765 and have the check held by the Borough until the
Borough receives written submission of a budget. Motion was seconded by Hasser. Motion carried on roll
call vote.

Resolution 2011-46

WHEREAS, the Raritan and Millstone Rivers, two of the largest rivers in
New Jersey, converge in Somerset County; and

WHEREAS, the Raritan and Millstone Rivers have flooded and continue
to flood, causing widespread damage to adjacent communities, including
disruption to the transportation network, threats to the operation of the
Somerset Raritan Valley Regional Sewerage Authority, and New Jersey
American Water Treatment Plants, and having an adverse affect on the region’s
economy; and

WHEREAS, it is advantageous to all communities affected by the flooding
to join together to form a Flood Control Commission to seek and obtain
Federal, State, County and local funding to put an end to the threat of flooding
from the Raritan and Millstone Rivers.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Governing
Body of the Borough of Rocky Hill, County of Somerset, and State of New
Jersey, that they too believe a regional Flood Control Commission is needed to
seek any available funding to relieve the flooding caused by the Raritan and
Millstone Rivers; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Borough of Rocky Hill, does
hereby declare its intention to join in the initial formulation of the Raritan and
Millstone Rivers Flood Control Commission; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be forwarded
to the Borough of Manville and to the County of Somerset.
