Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order at 7:07 pm by Dr. Fisher in compliance with the Open Public Meeting Law: Chapter 231.
Review and Approval of Minutes:

The minutes of March 1, 2011 were reviewed with one correction noted.  Motion to approve as amended made by Mr. Rizzi and seconded by Dr. Fisher.  All in favor.  
Report of SCDOH Liaison:

· Dr. Fisher recognized and welcomed Ms. Samarya-Timm from the SCDOH.  
· Ms. Samarya-Timm submitted the monthly summary report for March, 2011.  
· An additional column was added to the monthly summary report to enable us to see YTD counts.

· One complaint inquiry this past month: The Reformed Church has still not returned their food inspection application.  
· Education and announcement of the Rocky Hill Rabies clinic.

· Dr. Fisher noted that the Rabies clinic announcement was not listed on the SCDOH website calendar and had contacted Ben Strong who said he would make sure that it was added. . Ms. Samarya-Timm stated that she would follow up with Ben to ensure he added it.

· SCDOH has received adolescent booster immunizations from the Federal Government and now welcomes adolescents to the free immunization clinics it sponsors.

· The Somerset County Health Department Annual Report is at the print shop and will be distributed soon.

Old Business:
· Municipal Alliance Update –Dr. Poelstra – nothing at this time.
· BOH website update - Dr. Fisher distributed new topics that were posted to the BOH website. She also commented on the timeliness of the radiation article. Dr. Fisher also noted that our website host is merging with another company and that the web platform is changing. And also that she added a search box to the website. Ms. Samarya-Timm commented that she thought the website is great.
· Rabies Clinic – April 9, 2011 10 am-12 pm, Rocky Hill Firehouse.
Dr. Newman will administer vaccine at no charge to us and no cost to pet owners. Dr. Poelstra will ask Toby Whitlock to place signs near firehouse. Dr. Poelstra posted flyers at the post office. Flyers were also distributed by the RH Community group.

· Community Health Education Programs – Dr. Fisher spoke about the four education programs available to us by SCDOH: ‘What is Public Health’, ‘Are you Ready’, which is a talk about disaster readiness, a talk on the flu and a chronic disease self management program. The group informally decided to potentially have the SCDOH give the disaster readiness presentation in May and the flu program in the fall of 2011.

· Abandoned wells – Dr. Fisher reiterated that although there is a state law which mandates that abandoned wells be sealed, there needs to be a complaint before enforcement of this law occurs. At the February RHBOH meeting it was suggested that the borough might require that wells be sealed when a house is transferred to a new owner, as a requirement for a certificate of occupancy. Councilman Pausch agreed to review this state law and then determine whether to bring this issue before the full RH council. 
New Business:
· Dr Fisher announced that the SCDOH will be conducting a Medical Reserve Corp training this month.
