Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:04 pm, prior notification having been given in compliance with the Open Public Meeting Law, Chapter 231

Review and Approval of the Minutes

The Minutes of the meeting of Oct. 4, 2011 were reviewed. Minor amendments were made and the Minutes were approved, by vote on a motion made by Dr. Haines and seconded by Mr. Rizzi.

Report of the Health Officer

· The Sept. 2011 Monthly report was reviewed.  Included in his report were: inspections of I-Quisine caterer and First Field. Both were found to be in compliance. Also the report included an additional page with details of activities relevant to Rocky Hill.

· Mr. Strong reported that: there will be a Tetanus vaccination clinic for First Responders; November is Lung Cancer Awareness month; January is Radon Awareness month and Ms. Prandi will arrange with the Rocky Hill clerk to have radon kits available at Borough Hall. The radon information will be added to the BOH website.

Old Business
· Rocky Hill Water Department 2010 Quality Water Report: 

· Ms. Prandi invited questions concerning the well report. She clarified terms and explained implications of results. 

· All Well #2 measurements were within approved ranges. 

· It was noted that the section of the report concerning Susceptibility Ratings for entry point to the distribution systems reported on Well #1. Ms Prandi will clarify this issue with NJDEP. 
· Ms Prandi also offered to provide the Board with the link to the NJDEP's database of all their regulatory requirements & testing results for each water system in NJ for accessing additional info for the RH water company.
· 2012 Agreement with Somerset County Department of Health: Dr. Fisher reported that the Agreement has been signed by her and Mayor Zimmerman.  It was delivered to Mr. Masaba on Oct. 20th. The Agreement must be approved by the State before it is final.
· Hepatitis B vaccination clinics for first responders: A county daytime clinic has already been held and was meagerly attended. Mr Strong reported there will be an evening clinic on Nov, 17th from 5-7 PM. 

· Animal Licensing 2011: 

· Dr Haines presented up-to-date numbers. For dogs: 80. For cats: 42.  She noted the improved compliance since the Board’s Licensing initiative began in 2007. The numbers for 2007 were for dogs: 42 and for cats: 16. 

· Dr Haines reported that the licensing proceeds for 2011 showed a net gain of $574 vs a net loss of $298 in 2007 the year prior to implementing the updated ordinance and new process.

· Dr Haines also presented the results of the comparison of the licensing data with the animal survey conducted in summer of 2010. There are 12 households that had dogs &/or cats at the time of the survey but which have not licensed the animals in 2011.

· The Board discussed the next steps to facilitate licensing. Dr Haines will draft a letter in the Board’s name to be sent to these residents concerning the possibility of their having an unlicensed animal. They will be asked to either license the animal(s) or inform the Borough Clerk that they no longer have the animal(s) by a December 15th deadline. They will be informed that failure to respond will lead to follow-up by a Borough Constable.

· Board of Health Website: Dr Fisher reported the website is fully up and functioning. There seems to be a problem with the traffic numbers from Google Analytics, which Dr Fisher will research.

There was discussion of other methods of communicating with residents. Ideas included using email similar to Montgomery. Dr. Fisher will follow-up on this idea with Mayor Zimmerman.
The next meeting will be Tuesday December 6, 2011 at 7 pm.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:28 pm. on a motion made by Dr. Poelstra and seconded by Dr. Fisher.
