Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm, prior notification having been given in compliance with the Open Public Meeting Law, Chapter 231.
Review and Approval of the Minutes

The minutes of the November 1, 2011 meeting were approved as corrected by vote on a motion made by Ms. Querec and seconded by Dr. Haines.

Report of Somerset County Department of Health (SCDOH) 

Mr. Strong presented the monthly report.  Food licenses applications were sent out and they are due by December 31.  There has been some follow-up on the abandoned well at 4 Montgomery Avenue.  The DEP was consulted and a summons will be issued if there continues to be no action taken by the owners.  Radon Action kits are available for $10.00 at the Municipal Office.  There will be another annual flu shot drive at the Municipal Garage on Saturday, December 10.  Anyone age 18 and older can obtain a flu shot for free by driving through the garage

Old Business
The Rocky Hill Flu Clinic was held on Thursday, November 3 and was attended by 40 people.  Most of those attending were residents of Rocky Hill.

One Rocky Hill First Responder attended the Hepatitis B/tetanus clinic on November 17 that was held by Somerset County.  A total of 12 people attended the clinic.

Dawn Prandi did some follow-up on the water report.  The number one well is shut down, so it really shouldn’t have been included in the report.  The lead in the water supply that is listed on the report is from homes and not the source.  They evaluated it by taking water samples from the condos on Knoll Way.  The levels are within normal limits.

The status of the new contract with SCDOH was updated.  It has been delivered to the county and should be on the Freeholders agenda at their December 13 meeting.     
New Business
There has been discussion on the development of an email database of Rocky Hill residents.  The Rocky Hill Webmaster, Bob Steen, will be working on it.

The Board of Health Website was updated twice, once on November 18 and again on December 5.

Dr. Haines compared the animal survey conducted in summer of 2010with the cat/dog licenses that were bought.  She found fourteen households that had animals and didn’t buy a license.  She composed a letter to notify them that if they still have the animal they must purchase a license, however the letter got lost in the clerk’s junk mail.  Since the time is now short, the letter will not be sent out as written, but will be changed to be just a reminder letter.
There was discussion about the expiring terms of members.
The time of the next meeting will be December 3rd at 7 pm.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm on a motion made by Dr. Haines and seconded by Dr. Fisher.
