Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm, prior notification having been given in compliance with the Open Public Meeting Law, Chapter 231

Review and Approval of the Minutes

The Minutes of the meeting of Feb. 7, 2012 were reviewed. Amendments were made and the Minutes were approved, by vote on a motion made by Dr. Haines and seconded by Ms. Querec.

Report of the Health Officer

· The Feb. 2012 Monthly report was reviewed.  Included in the report was: inspection of Buy the Cup; found to be in compliance. 

Old Business

· The rabies clinic will be held Saturday April 14 from 10 AM to noon in the firehouse. The SCDOH will provide fliers for distribution. Sandwich boards will be put out 2 weeks prior. 

It was suggested and agreed that a request for email address be added to the animal licensing application to facilitate email yearly reminders.

The covering veterinarian will be Dr Patty Maslanka. Ms Querec moved that the Board pay Dr Maslanka a $150 stipend. The motion was seconded by Dr Poelstra and unanimously approved.

· 10 radon kits have been sold, unchanged from last month.

· Educational Programs for the spring: In April the SCDOH will present on Lyme Disease at the MJ Library. 

· 2012 Agreement with Somerset County Department of Health will be presented for approval at the next meeting of the County Freeholders.
· Board of Health Website: Dr Fisher will create content on places to exercise in Rocky Hill.

· Municipal Alliance  - Montgomery Night Off was held. 

· Food Handler’s Ordinance – Dr Haines summarized the discussion of this topic at the quarterly meeting of the County Public health Advisory Committee held on Jan. 24th.  The Board reached tentative agreement that an ordinance should:

· Apply to businesses that prepare or process food or drink for human consumption

· Require that one person who has completed the SCDOH training be on the premises at all times the business is operation.

· Require that training be completed prior to the initial license being granted.

There was no agreement on the period for which the training should be valid.

The Board agreed that the Rocky Hill Food Handler’s Ordinance needs to be rewritten and that standardization at the County level is desirable. They decided to wait to see if the Advisory Comm could reach agreement on a standardized ordinance.  Absent such agreement, Rocky Hill will write our own.

New Business

There was discussion of the desirability of the Board communicating formally with the local OEM coordinator.  

Potential areas of focus could include: 

· Communication systems between and among OEM, BOH and residents
· The role of the BOH when directly involved in a emergency eg supervision of shelters and traffic control. It was noted that these activities require specific training. 

The heads of the Rocky Hill first responders have a quarterly OEM meeting. It was agreed that Mr. Rizzi will represent the BOH at these meetings.

The next meeting will be Tuesday April 3, 2012 at 7 pm.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:52 pm. on a motion made by Dr. Poelstra and seconded by Dr. Fisher.
