Review and Approval of Minutes

Report of the SCDOH Liaison

Norovirus handout distributed, as this virus has been rampant through central NJ.  CDC website has limited materials, but recommends handwashing.   Ms. Samarya-Timm will be working with CDC to beef up their information.   
Old/Continuing Business
· SCDOH 3 year contract for services has still not been returned to the Borough.  Mr. Strong reported last month that it was being sent to the County Freeholders for their approval and Mr. Masaba informed Dr. Fisher it has been signed.  

· Tick-borne Diseases program will be presented at Mary Jacobs Library May 16, 2012 at 6:30 pm.  Will add this information to SCDOH and RHBOH websites.  Flyers distributed to individual homes by Rocky Hill Community Group.  Dr. Poelstra will coordinate.

· Additional supply of Radon kits are now available at Boro Hall for $10 each.  

· Rabies vaccination clinic April 14, 2012  10 am-12pm.  Dr. Patti Maslanka has been retained to provide veterinary services.  Ms. Samarya-Timm will add clinic information to SCDOH website.  

· Website update by Dr. Fisher in progress.  

· Emergency Management coordination   -- Alan Querec has resigned as Emergency Management Coordinator.  Mr. Zimmerman will act as OEM Coordinator.  Todd Harris, Scott Gorman and Eric Nicholson will act as deputies.  The BOH will be represented at the quarterly OEM meetings in the future and Mr. Rizzi will act as our liaison.  

· Food Handlers ordinance is stalled due to lack of consensus on training for restaurant employees among the other towns served by SCDOH. The State is currently reviewing their codes for Food Handlers and they currently do not have regulations or recommendations.  An additional 5 year certification for Food Managers is a higher level of training which SCDOH provides and which echoes the FDA code.   These certifications only apply to establishments which are “Risk 3,” which signifies an establishment with an extensive menu or foods which require a lot of processing, such as diners, school cafeterias, and restaurants.

· Tour of Water Treatment Processing facility to be arranged for BOH members.

· NALBOH membership confirmed.  
· NJLBOH on-line BOH member Certification Program will have a half day presentation at PNC Arts Center, Holmdel, NJ on April 19, 2012 for Incident Command Certification.   This is not a requirement.  Mr. Rizzi has attended the certification program in the past.
