Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm, prior notification having been given in compliance with the Open Public Meeting Law, Chapter 231.
Review and Approval of the Minutes

The meeting minutes of October 2nd meeting were approved as amended. Dr. Haines made a motion to approve and Dr. Fisher seconded. 
Report of Somerset County Department of Health (SCDOH) Liaison
Dave DeRosa, head of the SCDOH environmental health will be attending the RHBOH meeting in December.
Although no written SCDOH monthly report was made available because of increased workload due to Hurricane Sandy, Mr. Strong made the following verbal updates: 

(1) Mr. Strong noted that the One Five Three restaurant passed their annual health department inspection.

(2) All restaurants in town passed emergency inspections after Hurricane Sandy. 
(3) Because of the power outage in Rocky Hill due to Hurricane Sandy, the well pump for the water tower was not working. Therefore, for one day Rocky Hill residents had to use American Water Company water. There were no resident complaints about the lower pressure or quality of water.
Old Business
Flu clinic - The annual flu clinic was a success once again. There were 38 flu and 1 pneumonia shot administered. This year blood pressure monitoring was offered and 5 residents opted to have their pressure checked. 
A motion was made by Dr. Fisher to hold the 2013 flu clinic at the Rocky Hill Borough Hall. The motion was seconded by Dr. Polestra and passed unanimously.
The Hepatitis B clinic for first responders was cancelled due to a lack of participation.
Emergency Management report – The Emergency Management committee held an ad hoc meeting at the firehouse on the morning Hurricane Sandy was due to hit. There was nothing discussed that pertained to the BOH.

Public Health Annex of Borough Emergency Plan (BOE) – Dr. Fisher corrected references to our health services provider, which is currently Somerset County and no longer South Brunswick Township.  These updates need to be made to the plan before the Rocky Hill Borough Council votes on adopting it.

BOH Website update – Dr. Fisher will update the website in November.

January library display – Dr. Polestra is leading. The display will focus on rabies and emergency preparedness. The display will also highlight the BOH website.
Main Rocky Hill Emergency contacts updating – Still has not been updated; Mayor Zimmerman said that the new council members will be assigned the task of updating as they take office in January. 
Somerset County CART organization update – At present the CART does not have veterinarian. Also, CART was not activated during Hurricane Sandy.

ICS courses – Dr. Fisher suggested that BOH members should take the ICS-100 online course available.
New Business
Dr. Fisher brought up the observation by the Mayor that children in Rocky Hill are not wearing bicycle helmets. The Mayor suggested that there should be an educational program regarding the importance of wearing bicycle helmets, adding that it is a state law and enforcement is possible.
The time of the next meeting will be December 4th, 2012 at 7 pm.

Dr. Fisher made a motion to adjourn at 8:35 which was seconded by Dr. Haines.
