Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:07 pm, prior notification having been given in compliance with the Open Public Meeting Law, Chapter 231.
Review and Approval of the Minutes

The minutes of the May 1, 2012 meeting were discussed.  The minutes could not be approved because there was not a quorum present that attended the meeting.  The minutes will be voted on in September.

Report of Somerset County Department of Health (SCDOH)

· Paul Masaba had requested that the Rocky Hill Board of Health complete an annual Registration Form for the state.  This form includes information on contacts, contracts and meeting times.  The Board of Health has already submitted the required information to him. 

· Michele Samarya-Timm from the SCDOH presented the monthly report.  The contract with the county was signed and the three year contract was completed.

· The county has booklets on asthma that they would like to distribute as needed in small amounts.  Copies of the booklet”Help your Child Gain Control over Asthma” will be given to Courtney White form the Rocky Hill Preschool.

Old Business
· Tick-borne Disease program at the library was cancelled due to lack of interest.

· Susan Fisher has attempted to schedule a meeting with the designated leaders of the Emergency Management Team for Rocky Hill for the purpose of defining roles and coordination between the Board of Health and emergency management leadership, but without much success.  Others in attendance offered that the members of the Emergency Management Team are Mark Pausch and Jeff Donahue, liaisons for the Borough Council; Ken Rizzi, liaison from the Board of Health; Ed Zimmerman, Chair of the Team; Todd Harris and Erik Mikelson from the Rocky Hill Fire Department; Amanda Gibb and Scott Gorman, Rocky Hill Rescue Squad. They have quarterly meetings and the Board of Health would like input into the work of the team.  
· Four people attended a tour of the water facility on May 16th. It was very interesting and informative to learn about the filtration system and how it removes volatile chemicals.

· There has been a web site update. Information included a Behavioral Risk Factor Report with a link to Somerset County and a Behavioral Rick Factor Surveillance Survey.  Thank you to Susan for all her hard work on keeping the site interesting.

· All the Board of Health archives/ minutes were updated.    

New Business
The superfund site in Rocky Hill was discussed.  There has been a court order concerning the settlements of the claims against Fifth Dimension and there can be no more claims filed.  The insurance company has settled with the DEP and put the money in escrow.  All the money goes to the DEP.  Bill Tanner, Borough engineer, will handle the information.  We are not aware of any wells in Rocky Hill being used for potable water.  Mayor Ed Zimmerman is aware but we are still not sure what is going on with the NJDEP and site remediation.

There is a concern with non-compliance of residents with the licensing ordinance for pets.  There appears to be many people that haven’t licensed their pets and one person in town who refuses to license his pet. Is there a solution to this discrepancy?  The animal survey was completed and Betsy Haines is attempting to compare the survey vs. the licensed pets.  What is the penalty for failure to license?  We will work on resolving this in the fall and may need to make a change in the ordinance.
